Make a Web Site with Google Page Creator

1. First, you will need a gmail address. If you have one already, you can move on to Step 2. Otherwise, go to mail.google.com and click “Create an Account”. You’ll need to fill in the form and submit it. 

2. Now go to pages.google.com and sign into your account. Your username is your email address.

3. Click on “Create a New Page” and then enter a title for the page.

4. Set up the look of your page (colors, etc.). Click on “Change Look” and then select the template you like best. Click “Change Layout” to choose the number and placement of columns. Click on the layout you choose.

5. Try changing the text on your page. Click on the area to change and type in your new text, or cut an paste it from another document.

6. Change the size and font of your text just as you would in Microsoft Word – highlight the text to change and then choose the font and size from the menu on the right.

7. Try adding an image. Click in the box where you would like to place the image, then click the “Image” button in the upper left corner of the page. Now browse to find the image on your computer (or you can link to an image on a web page). When you click “open”, the image will load and appear in the window. Click “Add image” to put it on your page. Adjust the size by clicking and dragging the blue squares.

8. Add a link to somewhere else on the web by highlighting text or selecting an image, then clicking “Link” in the upper left corner. Notice that your text is underlined, meaning that it is a clickable link. Double click on it, then choose the “web address” option. You can now enter or copy and paste a link into the box. This is the address users will go to when they click on your new link.

9. Click “Publish” button at the top when you are ready to publish your page. A tan box will appear at the top that says “Your page has been published. View it on the web.” Notice the blue bar at the bottom – that gives you the web address for your page.

10. Click “Back to Site Manager” to create more pages.
11. A note about your URL, or web address: Google Pages automatically uses your sign-in name for your gmail account (so, because my gmail is mirandadoyle@gmail.com, my page is at mirandadoyle.googlepages.com). However, you can choose up to 4 more web addresses! In the site manager, click on “Create a new site”, then see if the one you want is available.
